“To Be Or Not To Be” Parody 
Directions: You will write a parody of Hamlet’s famous speech. The speaker will struggle over a trivial decision with the intensity that Hamlet conveys as he contemplates whether life is worth living.  In other words, your soliloquy will ponder a different subject matter while replicating the tone, structure, and style of Hamlet’s “To Be or Not To Be” soliloquy. Obviously the speech should have a humorous effect so be sure to use lots of hyperbole. 
Your soliloquy should….

· Demonstrate a comprehensive grasp of the significant ideas in the passage

· Demonstrate an awareness of Shakespeare’s use of stylistic devices
· Translate the nuances and complexities in the piece

· Develop a creative spin on the original that reflects your chosen speaker and subject matter
· Emulate Shakespeare’s syntax throughout the speech
· Employ hyperbole
